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School Readiness and Early Grade Success
Phase I: Systems Scan
As outlined in the School Readiness and Early Grade Success program, the Center on Urban Poverty and Community Development has undertaken a systems scan related to school readiness and early care in Cuyahoga County, Ohio. Conceptually, the project takes stock of existing data in comparison to data needs and will produce a local plan for closing the gap between the two, with a clear link to influencing the dialogue around and policy linking to school readiness. 
The systems scan is organized around the programmatic domains identified by Bruner (2006) under the discussion of the elements needed to produce ready children - ready families, ready early childhood education services, ready health services, ready schools, and ready communities.
 The following nine areas were identified:
1. Home Visiting/Family Support/Parent Counseling 
2. Foster Care/Child Protective Services

3. Registered Child Care (center care, home care, foster family networks)

4. Head Start

5. State and Local Pre-K

6. Medicaid, SCHIP, Early Periodic Screening Diagnosis and Treatment (EPSDT)

7. Immunizations, Lead Screenings
8. Individuals with Disabilities Education Improvement Act (IDEA) services

9. Kindergarten instrument to assess school readiness (describe instrument, how applied)

For each area, several key elements are described - responsible agencies, a description of their role and scope of services, and the data that are currently maintained by each agency. Following each tabular presentation, a brief discussion of any interagency efforts within the program area is also offered where applicable.  The scan was conducted by reviewing public agency and evaluation documents, administrative records, and agency web-based information. Key resources for the scan were the following: (1) Invest in Children’s strategic plan document
; (2) meeting minutes and notes from Invest in Children working groups and evaluation maintained by R. Fischer; and (3) evaluation reports related to Invest in Children issued by Case Western Reserve University.
  As a preliminary check, the scan was reviewed by Robert Staib, Director (Acting) and Nakiaa Robinson, Program Manager, of Cuyahoga County’s Office of Early Childhood/Invest in Children. Their feedback was integrated into this draft.  
Summary


The systems scan for Cuyahoga County supports the following preliminary conclusions and observations:

1. Though the current system has many players, there is a concerted movement underway to better integrate and coordinate the various parts of the system.  Under the framework of the County’s Invest in Children (IIC) initiative, much work has already been completed to create and maintain dialogue among institutional players and their funders. In many instances, this has been solidified in memoranda of understanding or contractual relationships.
2. There is a wealth of data available across the system but at present it is only partially available to inform systems-level decision making. As part of the IIC-funded evaluation being conducted by Case Western Reserve University, access to many core administrative data sources have been secured and cross-matched at the child level. Despite this, access to some key data sets has not been granted (e.g., Head Start student records, lead screenings, kindergarten readiness assessment records ). 

3. The formulation of a seamless system from birth to kindergarten is challenged by various structural and institutional factors. These factors include (a) programmatic targeting that leads to a transition issue for children between the prenatal to 3 period and the preschool period, as well as the preschool to kindergarten transition, (b) multiple funding streams for services that have categorical limitations on use, leading to a variety of requirements (sometimes conflicting) being placed on service organizations, (c) traditional issues related to agency turf and institutional history that may limit organizational willingness to engage in a system view, and federal legislation and mandates related to service provision and data access (i.e., HIPAA, FERPA)
4. Other efforts and initiatives are underway in Ohio and their role needs to better integrated into an understanding of the service system in Cuyahoga County. These efforts include (a) Voice for Ohio’s Children, northeast Ohio’s only child advocacy organization, (b) Children’s Defense Fund – Ohio, the state’s CDF affiliate and KidsCount data partner, (c) BUILD – Ohio which is a multi-state partnership that helps states construct a coordinated system of programs, policies and services that responds to the needs of young children and their families, and (d) Ohio Child Care Resource and Referral Association – state-wide professional association that administers the T.E.A.C.H. Early Childhood Ohio program. Local consultations will likely further illuminate the role of these efforts, but direct consultation with these entities is also an option.

Coordination

Efforts at more concerted collaboration have been underway in this domain since the initiation of Invest in Children in 1999 and were redoubled under the strategic planning work undertaken in 2005-06. The IIC Goal 1 (Effective Parents & Families) Strategy Committee is co-chaired by the head of DCFS and HMG. The group meets quarterly meets quarterly to monitor overall progress and has created strategy subcommittees to guide collaborative efforts in four particular areas of focus. These are: (1) perinatal services, (2) newborn home visiting, (3) ongoing services, and (4) early childhood mental health. More recently, Help Me Grow and the City of Cleveland Health Department have signed a collaborative service agreement as of July 1, 2006. The agreement solidifies a geographic delineation for prenatal home visiting as well as a method for integrating the HMG newborn home visit into a service pattern for Moms First families. In addition, the agreement specifies a transition plan for Moms First Families to HMG in cases where a child developmental delay is identified by four months of age, and for most all cases by nine months of age.

Collaboration

The IIC Child Abuse and Neglect (CAN) Working Group has been meeting regularly since early 2005 and serving as a place where system issues can be raised. The representation is principally from DCFS, Help Me Grow, and provider agencies, so not all players are involved in these discussions. However, the substantial overlap in the service populations of these two agencies suggest that this is an essential piece of the collaboration. Help Me Grow instituted a full-time Public Systems Liaison position in 2007 which now provides a key staff person to work closely with DCFS staff around issues of referral, service, and advocacy.

The IIC Goal 3 (Children Prepared for School) Strategy Committee is co-chaired by the heads of EFS and Starting Point. The group meets quarterly meets quarterly to monitor overall progress and has created strategy subcommittees to guide collaborative efforts in four particular areas of focus. These are: (1) center professional development and accreditation, (2) universal pre-kindergarten, (3) family child care homes, and (4) special needs child care.

Collaboration

Though Head Start was not actively engaged with the planning of IIC up until 2003, CEOGC became very engaged in the strategic planning work and now has representatives on the four strategy subcommittees under IIC Goal 3 (Children Prepared for School). Head Start sites are involved in the UPK pilot program as well. The nature of the federally-funded and structured environment in which Head Start operates has presented challenges in enacting collaborative approaches in some ways. In addition, issues of media attention and political pressure have served to further complicate the situation with the local Head Start.

Collaboration

Efforts at more concerted collaboration have been underway in this domain since the initiation of Invest in Children in 1999 and were redoubled under the strategic planning work undertaken in 2005-06. The launching of a UPK pilot program in 2007 by IIC and Cuyahoga County has resulted in intensive discussion and coordination around pre-kindergarten services. IIC’s Universal Pre-k Strategy Subcommittee meets regularly to monitor progress and plan for additional efforts. The Ohio Department of Education, which has articulated a plan for state-wide UPK by 2020, is closely involved in the effort in Cuyahoga County.

Collaboration

The Office of Early Childhood and Case Western Reserve University are in discussion with the Ohio Department of Education regarding acquiring access to child-level identifiable KRA-L data for all children in Cuyahoga County. Presently, data are only provided at the district level (and for community schools) for Cuyahoga County. In fall 2007, representatives of Case Western Reserve University and IIC met with the pupil services directors of the urban and inner-ring suburbs to discuss the potential of acquiring child-level KRA-L data.
